Set in the hills of Bukunga, a small village in Uganda's 
Kanungu District, Obumwe Conservation Village is 
a one-of-a-kind community in East Africa. Each hill is home to 
adifferent clan, but the increasing population led to environ-
mental degradation and conflict within the community. 
To address these issues, the founders named the village 
"Obumwe," meaning "Unity," to reflect their mission of 
bringing the community together. By engaging in
joint conservation, economic, and social activities, the natives 
aim to restore harmony for he benefit of all.

The OBUMWE Conservation Village is located in Kanungu 
southwestern Uganda near the borders of Rwanda and the 
Democratic Republic of Congo. It serves as a case study on
environmental conservation and community economic 
empowerment for neighboring countries. Its close proximity 
to Bwindi Impenetrable National Park, home of the mountain
gorillas, provides an advantage for enriching tourists' 
experience.

The Bukunga Hills, which were previously highly environmen-
tally degraded with severe landslides, soil erosion, and crop 
destruction, have now stabilized, become green again, and
seen the return of endangered trees and plants.
