Warsaw - in the footsteps of Frederic Chopin
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The Old Town and the Frederic
Chopin Museum, tazienki

The Old Town is a UNESCO World
Heritage Site. Rebuilt after the war, it
delights visitors with its charming
cobbled streets and colourful
tenement houses. The Chopin
Museum is a modern multimedia
museum that allows visitors to
immerse themselves in the world of
the outstanding composer.

It is the largest palace and garden
complex in Warsaw, called the pearl
of Polish architecture and nature. It
includes the Palace on the Isle and
the Old Orangery, and a
monument to Fryderyk Chopin in
the park.

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DAY 2

Warsaw - Wieliczka - Krakow
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Salt Mine in Wieliczka
Old Town of Krakow, a UNESCO
World Heritage Site

Transfer to Krakow and Wieliczka,
where the Salt Mine is located. It is
one of the oldest operating salt
mines in the world, listed as a
UNESCO World Heritage Site. Its
underground corridors, salt
sculptures and chapels, including
the famous St. Kinga's Chapel, are
truly impressive.

An afternoon stroll through Krakow
is @ must, including the magnificent
Main Market Square, bustling with
life and surrounded by stunning
architecture. A real attraction is St.
Mary's Basilica and Sukiennice.

Martyrdom

The day begins with a tour of the
Wawel Royal Castle. It is a symbol
of Poland's rich history and former
glory. This architectural complex
served as the residence of Polish
kings and a fortress for centuries.
Auschwitz - A place of remem-
brance and reflection. This is the
site  of the former German
concentration camp Auschwitz-
Birkenau, a UNESCO  World
Heritage Site, which offers visitors
an insight into the tragic history of
World War Il. Transfer to Wroctaw.

The tour of Wroctaw begins in the
Old Town Square, considered one
of the largest and most beautiful in
Europe.

symbols. Colourful  tenement

houses surround the square, and
the Market Square itself is bustling
with life, full of cafés, restaurants
and numerous figurines of dwarves,
the symbol of the city. The next stop
is Ostrow Tumski, the oldest, historic
part of Wroctaw. It is a
picturesque island.

Wroctaw - Ksigz - Prague
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Ksigz Castle
A trip through historic Prague

Ksigz, one of the largest castles in
Poland, is picturesquely situated on
a slope. It is famous for its
impressive  terraces, mysterious
underground passages and rich
history.  You can visit the
representative rooms, such as the
Maximilian Hall and the White
Salon, as well as the former
bedrooms and dining rooms,
admiring their unique furnishings
and decorations.

An evening stroll through the
charming streets of the Old Town to
the Market Square with its mystical
Town Hall.

thoroughfare, Andrassy Avenue,
across Heroes' Square to the
Danube and a walk to Margaret
Island.
