Summary

The tea ceremony follows the Urasenke tradition and is hosted by Mrs. Toda (tea name: Sojun), who
offers warm hospitality. Guests enjoy matcha and artistic seasonal wagashi sweets. Within this space,
Toda’s patented technology, the “Seiju Cut,” allows rainbow-colored light to cascade into the room. This
extraordinary environment has been prepared as a “tea room of light that can be experienced only

here,” where a rylrei-style tea ceremony (seated at tables) is held.

This museum is a unique space created by world-renowned art director Masatoshi Toda, where the
landscape of Oshima—known as the “Island of the Gods"—is framed and appreciated as if it were a
single painting. Participants have the rare opportunity to speak directly with Masatoshi Toda, the
visionary who fundamentally transformed Japanese advertising expression and elevated television
commercials into a form of artistic expression. Brilliant Heart Museum has won numerous awards
including Museum Prize from Mainichi Contemporary Art Exhibition and Museum Awards from Krakow

International Print Biennial and Ljubljana International Print Biennial.
